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To obtain your CVEC attestation you will need to: 

- Prepare your admissions letter (if you are an incoming student).  If you are a returning 

student, you can use an enrollment certificate. 

- Have an image (photo, PDF, Jpeg) of your ID ready to upload to the site. 

- Log into the CVEC Website, once you click on ‘obtenir mon attestation année universitaire 

en cours – obtain my certificate for the current school year’ at the bottom of the page. You 

will then have the option to change the language on the next page to English, at the top 

right-hand side of the page, if you like. 

- Fill out the information requested on the website. 

- At the end you will be able to pay online and have access to your CVEC attestation. 

- If you are unable to pay online, there is another option to pay in cash at the post office in 

France.  

- Once you have paid, go back to the website and download your certificate, then simply 

upload it to your student profile. 

- Do not upload the receipt of payment ‘Details du paiement’, we will need the actual 

attestation.

How to Obtain Your CVEC 

Attestation 

 

Before you begin, be sure to have a pdf or 

photo of your ID and either your 

acceptance letter if you are a new student 

or your enrollment certificate if you are a 

returning student. You can download an 

enrolment certificate from your student 

portal. You will need to upload it to the 

site later. 

 

Go to https://cvec.etudiant.gouv.fr/ 

Click on OBTENIR MON ATTESTATION 

Choose the one which corresponds with 

your school year.

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At the top right-hand side of the page 

you change the language to either 

English or French.  

 

 

Once you have chosen the language, 

click on ‘registration form’ at the 

bottom of the page. 
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Fill in the required fields, they 

are marked with an asterisk *. 

- The customary name field 

is not required, and is used 

for those who may have a 

hyphenated last name 

which does not appear on 

their ID card. 

- Birth name refers to your 

last name. 

- Second name refers to your 

middle name. Third name 

refers to your second 

middle name. 

Enter your email address, this will 

become your log-in credential if you 

need to access the site in the future.  

You may use your AUP email 

address or your personal email 

address. A verification code will be 

sent here later in the process as 

well.  
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Only students who have done 

the French Baccalauréat will 

have an INE number. 

 

If you do not have an INE 

number, click on ‘I don’t have an 

INE number’. 

 

Then click send. 

 

After clicking send an email will 

be sent to you with a 

verification code you will need 

for the next step. 
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Copy the verification code which 

has been sent to your email address 

(the one you used in the step on 

page 3) and paste it in the 

Verification cone on the next page 

of the website. 
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Copy the verification code from the email 

and paste it here. 

 

 

 

 

Change the institution section to ‘Other’.  

You will not need to change anything else 

on this page. 
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In the City of Study section, put Paris 7th 

arrondissement.  It may ask for the postal code 

which is 75007. 

 

Upload the photo or pdf copy of your ID (driver’s 

license, passport or other identification) 

Upload your acceptance letter or your enrolment 

certificate.  

You can find an enrollment certificate on your 

student portal. 
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Enter your cellphone number, phone 

number (if you have a landline 

number), address (in France if 

possible), city, postal code, and 

country. A text message will be sent 

to your cellphone in one of the 

following steps.  If you have a French 

cellphone number, use this. 
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You can enter two family contacts in this section. Fill 

out the information and click register. 
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Enter the verification code 

sent to your cellphone and 

click register. 
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If you are French or 

Andorran, click No, if 

you are of another 

nationality click Yes.  

Then click next. 
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Click No, unless this 

applies to you. 

Then click next. 
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Choose the situation 

which applies to you and 

click Next. 
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You will receive an 

email allowing you to 

set up your password 

and finish your 

registration. 
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Click on the blue 

highlighted section ‘this 

link’ and create your 

password. 
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You can now go back 

to the home page and 

enter your Username 

(email address) and 

enter your newly 

created password. 
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Once you have accessed the site, 

click on CVEC. 
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Click on ‘Obtenir Mon 

Attestation année 

universitaire en cours. 
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Scroll down to the bottom 

of the page, verify that all 

of the information is 

correct. 

If you want to correct 

something click here. 

This section is about 

terms and conditions. It 

says you have the right to 

general access, to rectify 

and delete all personal 

data which has been 

collected during your 

registration. You can find 

more details through the 

link. 

Click ‘J’ai lu et j’accepte 

les conditions détaillées 

dans les informations sur 

les Données 

Personnelles.’  It means, I 

have read and accept the 

conditions. 
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Enter the Paris in the search 

bar and click Valider. 
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This is the method of payment 

page. 

It explains that there are three 

ways of paying. 

- By bank card 

- In cash at the post 

office. You will need to 

wait two days to get a 

certificate emailed to 

you, you will then need 

to bring that to the post 

office to pay in cash. 

This option is not 

available until 1 June. 

- By having another 

person pay for you. This 

method is explained at 

the end of this guide. 

To pay online, click ‘PAYER EN 

LIGNE’ 
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Click on ‘Procéder au 

Paiement’ to proceed to 

payment. 
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Click on ‘Payer par carte 

bancaire’ to pay with your 

bank card. 
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Enter your card details 

and click Confirm.   

 

Please note that you 

may get a text message 

from your bank to 

verify the payment. 
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Once you have paid online, 

go back to the home page. 

Click on ‘Obtenir Mon 

Attestation.’  You will then 

be able to download the 

certificate by clicking on 

‘télécharger mon 

attestation.’  Once you 

have downloaded the 

attestation, you can upload 

it to your student profile.  

The attestation should look 

like this.  Please do not 

upload your receipt. 

Once you upload the 

attestation, you’re all 

done! 
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  If you would like someone 

else to pay for you, you can 

choose ‘Demander à un 

Tiers’.  

It says, the person must be 

informed of your decision. 

- You must copy the link 

that will be sent to you 

and send it to the 

person of your choice.  

This person will have 48 

hours to accept or 

refuse the payment. 

- If after 48 hours no 

action has been taken, 

the payment will be 

disactivated and you will 

need to choose another 

method of payment or 

renew the payment 

procedure. 

- If the person accepts to 

pay in your place, you 

will receive an email 

allowing you to 

download the 

attestation. 

If you click on Demander à Un 

Tiers, this window will pop up 

asking you to confirm your 

decision.  You will need to wait 

48 hours if you change your 

mind.  Click Confirmer.  
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Copy the link and send it to the 

person whom you would like to 

pay. 
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After the person who will pay has opened the link they will see this page.  They will need to 

enter their Name, email address and the name of their association, or institution if applicable.  

M = Mr, Mme = Ms.

Institution = institution, 

establishment or 

association if applicable.
